Masters level modules in Health Economics at Bangor

The School of Healthcare Sciences, in collaboration with The Centre for Health Economics and Medicines Evaluation at Bangor (CHEME, IMSCaR), will be offering the following modules, which will be open to students across the College of Health and Behavioural Sciences (COHaBS):

NHS 4003 – Introduction to Health Economics
Scientific advance places ever greater demands upon public health care systems such as the NHS. Resource scarcity therefore merits consideration of the costs and consequences of using health care resources in different ways to meet the health needs of society. Health economics is the study of how society finances and delivers health care to meet its needs. This 10 credit module introduces students to the concepts and methods of health economics
NHS     - Applied health economics for healthcare professionals

This 10 credit module complements the existing “Introduction to Health Economics” module, NHS4003. Students are offered an opportunity to apply principles and methods of health economics to their own professional environment/ specialism. This is achieved through class presentation, critical appraisal of an economic paper in their specialism and a 4000 word essay, applying health economics to their speciality area.

NHS   - Public heath economics

Public Health and Health Promotion represent one of the most challenging areas for the application of Health Economics and methods of Economic evaluation.  Derek Wanless in his review of the NHS (2004) called for Health Economists to generate high quality evidence on the cost effectiveness of Public Health interventions.  

This new 20 credit module in Public Health Economics aims to offer students a full appreciation of the Economics of Public Health Promotion; beginning with a historical perspective; incorporating an understanding of Economic principles; an understanding of methods of Economic evaluation applied to Public Health; and a full appreciation of current challenges presented by NICE in the UK and other resource allocation bodies and their need for evidence. 

Opportunities for MSc dissertations that include health economics

Students are welcome to discuss undertaking their MSc dissertations, so as to include a strong health economics component. Staff at The Centre Health Economics and Medicines Evaluation (CHEME) would be happy to offer joint supervision.
